PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

1. PARTIES

The parties to this contract are MANNIX MAGICAL EMPORIUM, a professional magic shop, (the "Client"), and NOMAD MEDIA, a production studio (the "Contractor"). Both parties willingly enter this Professional Services Contract (the "Contract") as of January 17, 2023.

Contractor and Client are each referred to herein as "Party", and collectively as "Parties".

NOW, THEREFORE, FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises and agreements contained herein, the Client hires the Contractor to work under the terms and conditions hereby agreed upon by the Parties:

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The services to be provided by the Contractor are as follows: Full production, editing and delivery of five (5) promotional videos for Mannix Magical Emporium, ranging from 30 seconds to 1:30 minutes in duration.

3. PAYMENT

a) Payment for services. The Client shall pay for services in a lump sum of $ 3,500 upon satisfactory completion of the services and delivery of the work product.

b) Reimbursement of expenses. The payment for services includes payment for all costs and expenses that may be incurred by Contractor in the performance of the services.

c) Maximum payment. The maximum payment under this Contract for services and, if authorized, reimbursement of expenses, shall not exceed $4,000

d) Invoices. An invoice for services shall be submitted upon completion of all services. The Client will process and pay bills within thirty (30) days from receipt.

e) Audit of Records. Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of all payrolls, expenditures, disbursements, and other items charged to the Client for establishing the basis of an invoice. All such records shall be clearly identifiable. Contractor shall allow Client to inspect, examine, copy and audit such records during regular business hours upon 24 hours' notice.

4. TIME FOR PERFORMANCE

a) Contractor will complete all services by February 22, 2023.

b) Extension of time for unforeseen circumstances. In the event that the Contractor is unable to meet the completion date or schedule of services, if any, due to circumstances beyond Contractor's reasonable control, Contractor shall inform the Client of the additional time required to perform the work and the Client may adjust dates accordingly.

5. STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE

Contractor's services shall be performed in accordance with generally accepted professional practices and principles and in a manner consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the Contractor's profession currently practicing under similar conditions. By delivery of completed work, Contractor certifies that the work conforms to the requirements of this Contract and all applicable federal, state, and local laws. If Contractor is retained to perform services requiring a license, certification, registration or other similar requirement under the governing law, Contractor shall maintain that license, certification, registration or other similar requirement throughout the term of this Contract.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Contractor is an independent contractor. Neither Contractor nor any of Contractor's officers, employees, agents or subcontractors, if any, is an employee of the Client by virtue of this Contract or performance of any work under this contract.

7. ASSINGMENT

Contractor shall not assign or transfer voluntarily or involuntarily any of its rights, duties, or obligations under this contract without the express written consent of the Contract in each instance.

8. WORKPLACE CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR

Contractor and Contractor's officers, employees, agents and subcontractors shall comply with the Client's workplace policy, and other regulations governing safety, conduct and behavior.

9. OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT

Upon delivery, the work product, including without limitation, all original reports, writings recordings, drawings, files, and detailed calculations developed under this contract are the property of the Client.

10. FORMAT OF DOCUMENTS

Documents submitted to the Client shall be formatted according to specifications provided by the Client. As for the resulting work under this Contract, the specifications are as follows:

Video files to be delivered in adequate format for upload to social networks (.mp4, 4K, 30fps at minimum), as well as original edits for Client's websites, reels or re-edits (.mov, ProRes442).

11. CONFIDENTIALITY

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that all financial and accounting records, lists of property owned by the Client, including amounts paid, therefore, client and customers lists, and any other data and information related to the Client's business is confidential ("Confidential Information"). Contractor shall not, during the term of this Contract or after its termination, disclose any Confidential Information for the benefit of the Contractor or any other person, except with the prior written consent of the Client.

12. TAXES

Contractor shall pay and be solely responsible for all withholdings, including but not limited to, Social Security, State unemployment, State and Federal income taxes, and any other obligations. In addition, Contractor shall pay all applicable sales or use taxes on the labor provided and materials furnished or otherwise required by law in connection with the services performed.

13. GOVERNING LAW

This Contract and disputes arising out of or relating to the contract or the parties' relationship are governed by the laws of the State of Montana. Any action or proceeding arising out of or relating to the contract or the parties' relationship shall be brought in a state or federal court situated in Deer Lodge County, Montana.

14. INTEGRATION AND MODIFICATION

This Contract represents the entire understanding of the Client and the Contractor as to those matters contained herein. No prior or written oral understanding shall be of any force or effect with respect to those matters covered hereunder. This Contract may not be modified, amended or altered except in writing signed by the Client.

15. ADVICE OF COUNSEL

The parties agree that they are aware they have the right to be advised by counsel with respect to the negotiations, terms and conditions of this Contract, and that the decision of whether or not to seek advice of counsel with respect to this Contract is a decision which is the sole responsibility of each of the parties hereto.

16. INDEPENDENT REVIEW

Each party hereto declares and represents that in entering this Contract it has relied and is relying solely upon its own judgement, belief and knowledge of the nature, extent, effect, and consequence relating thereto.

17. SIGNATURES 

The individuals executing this Contract represent and warrant that they have the legal capacity and authority to do so on behalf of their respective legal entities.
